2. The entry must be an original concept, created by the designer/s and 

not previously exhibited or appearing in any media 

publications, the exception being an entry by a tertiary 

student who has exhibited the garment as part of 

their curriculum. 

3. Your work must be a total concept with all pieces 

labelled with your name, address and title of 

garment. 

4. It is important that as a static exhibition, thought
